The moose is the largest land living animal in Sweden. You can find these magnificent animal everywhere except from
Gotland.

Under the last 20 -30 years the population of the moose have increased up to about 300 000 animals up until today.
The reason for this increase is mostly due to the Swedish forestry industry and all the deforestation going on.

The moose horn &ldquo;antler&rdquo; is biggest in the age of 7-10 year, after that the size is decreasing. There is two
types of horn. The Palmated antlers and the Cervine antler
